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Bylaws of the Board 

 

Taping/Recording Board Meetings 
 

 

1. Board of Education public meetings shall be recorded. 

2. The recordings shall be retained for one year. 

3. The recordings are not to be considered part of the minutes. 

 

Recording Devices 

 

1. Broadcasting and recordings of meetings are permitted and electronic and photographic 

audio and video devices may be used at meetings of the Board of Education according to the 

following guidelines: 

 

2. Persons operating recording devices are asked not to  

a. Obstruct the view between members of the audience and the Board of Education, 

b. Disrupt the proceedings by holding interviews,
